There is no central office or activity in the Departnment of
t he Navy assigned the m ssion of collecting and maintaining
i nformati on on UFO phenonenon, paranormal activity, and/or
simlar incidents.

However, from 1947 to 1969, the U. S. Air Force investigated
reported UFO objects and sightings under Project Blue Book
This project, headquartered at Wight-Patterson Air Force
Base, Ohio, was term nated on Decenber 17, 1969, based on an
eval uation of a report prepared by the University of Col orado
entitled "Scientific Study of Unidentified Flying Objects,"” a
review of the University of Colorado's report by the National
Acadeny of Sciences, previous UFO studies, and U. S. Air Force
experience investigating UFO reports during the 1940s through
the 1960s. Wth the termnation of Project Blue Book, the
U.S. Air Force regulation establishing and controlling the
program for investigating and anal yzing UFGCs was resci nded.
Docunentation regardi ng the fornmer Bl ue Book investigation

was permanently transferred to the Modern MIlitary Branch of
the National Archives and Records Service. The Project Blue
Book files consist of 61 feet of case files, 20 reels of notion
pictures, 23 itens of sound recording, and 8,360 photograph

i mges. Access to this data should be coordinated with the
Director, National Archives and Records Adm nistration, Eighth
Street and Pennsyl vani a Avenue NW Washi ngt on, DC 20408, Coll ege
Par k, NMD 20740-6001.

In July 1995, the General Accounting Ofice conpiled a report to
t he Honorable Steven H Schiff, House of Representatives, which
illustrated the results of an extensive search for governnent
records related to the alleged July 1947 crash near Roswell.
Their search efforts included the exam nation of a w de range
of classified and uncl assified docunents dating fromJuly 1947
t hrough the 1950s. The GAO s search enconpassed records main-
tai ned by nunmerous organizations in New Mexico and el sewhere

t hrough the Departnent of Defense, as well as the Federal
Bureau of Investigation, the Central Intelligence Agency, and
the National Security Council. Because the above-referenced
GAO report has been published and stocked for public sale by
the U S. Governnent Printing Ofice, it not subject to the
