PROCEDURES OF THE FORMAL PHYSICAL 

EVALUATION BOARD

These procedures are set forth in the Disability Evaluation Manual.  Your hearing will proceed substantially as outlined below.

The Presiding Officer will call the Formal PEB to order.  This will be done in the presence of you, your counsel.

After opening procedures by the Counsel for the Formal PEB, the Presiding Officer will ask you to state your name, rank/rate, service number (social security number) and your present duty station (if you are on active duty) or home address (if you are on the TDRL).  The Presiding Officer will then inform you of your entitlement to Counsel and will ask by whom you will be represented.  At this point, your Counsel will identify himself/herself and state his/her qualifications.

The Presiding Officer will then ask if you have any challenges for cause against any or all members of the Formal PEB.  If there are no challenges for cause, the proceedings will continue.

Then the Presiding Officer will administer the oath.  

The presentation of your case will proceed with an opening statement by your Counsel.  The Presiding Officer will then ask if you will be available for questioning by Members of the Formal Board.  Such questioning will then begin with your consent.  When the Panel Members have finished with their questions, your Counsel, followed by any questions the Panel Members might have of the witnesses, will then question any witnesses.  If appropriate, the Medical Member of the Formal PEB may conduct a limited physical examination.

The Presiding Officer will then afford both you and your Counsel the opportunity to present anything further to the Formal PEB about your medical condition that has not been covered in previous testimony.  You and your Counsel may make closing statements if you desire.  The Formal PEB will then be closed for deliberations.

The results of the deliberations will be forwarded to President, Physical Evaluation Board who will issue your findings following thorough legal and quality assurance reviews.  The findings will then be sent to your PEBLO who will contact you to deliver the findings to you..
