· To participate in testing.... get access to WAWF Issue Tracker (WIT) - All issues identified during OAT will need to be recorded in WIT (http://www.versatiletesting.com) via a problem report (PR).  Once a PR is opened in WIT, JITC will analyze the PR and provide feedback to the WAWF e-Business Suite or GEX developer for review.  After each PR is analyzed by the developer(s) then resolutions to the PR will be discussed during the scheduled review meetings.  To acquire an account in WIT, email your request, providing your name and email address, to CS at her email address.  Once your account is set up, you will be provided a password and logon instructions for WIT.

· From MB:  The CORT Tool Reports are now available for Components DAs to run on as needed basis.  In order to access, add the Business Intelligence Access role to your WAWF Profile.  MB will continue to run the reports on a monthly basis for entire department and post to "View All Reports."   Once your BI Role is activated, please test your access, run the reports and advise DA or MB of any problems.  Feel free to cc me (or not) so that I can potentially pass along (non-attribution) solutions to problems encountered.  If you have any issues, concerns, or questions with MRS/ BI Access please send your feedback to wawf-bi@dla.mil <mailto:wawf-bi@dla.mil> and cc MB and DA.  (This includes if you aren't being confirmed by the PMO.)   The Business Intelligence Role is a part of the Management Reporting System (MRS).  Your supervisor must approve your changes to your 2875 and then the MRS PMO must approve.  

· CORT Tool does not have training videos available as do the other WAWF Suite programs.  PMO to research and develop and post training videos that show actions necessary for different CORT Tool functions and roles.

· Ranking status of ECPs previously submitted are in review.  Probably to be decided by the end of next week with an announcement the week of July 7th.  Requested ECPs not selected, will be rolled forward for the next batch of ECPs to be considered.

· No further issues reported on CORT Tool "Spin Lock" issue--as resolved!  Thanks to all who reported, engaged and persevered through resolution.  This will help ALL DoD and save 1,000s of hours per year.  Thank you!

· New Hierarchy in CORT tracks closely with the hierarchy FPDS-NG.  Those with experience working various programs in the WAWF Suite will likely find the new CORT Tool capabilities and structure and hierarchy, familiar.
