Interest - Marketing Consultants (FAR 52.209-7) and _
Organi zational Conflicts of Interest - Advisory and Assistance
Services (FAR 52. 209-8) . In addition, contracting officers
should be rem nded of the requirement to obtain organizational
conflict of interest certificates (FAR 52.209-7(b) and 52.209-
8(b)()]| fromthe apparent successful offeror Prior to contract
awar d.
