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Click CAGE code request: 
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 If there is not a NCAGE associated with the vendor, request a new one by Clicking Request new CAGE.  
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Vendor will then need to answer and complete all questions required with an asterisk.  Click Start 
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Input requesters first, last name and email address, click next

Vendor will then need to answer and complete all questions required with an asterisk.  Each response must match the response entered when previously completing the DUNS process.  Click next

« inclusion of data with NIIN Status Code 9;

clusion of statistics data (Last update date, Number of NSN, Number of Part Number, Number of NCAGE, Number of User);

+ improvements to batch module;

« implementation of a new Query Builder Search Engine allowing customers more variabiliy in their queries in ltem of Supply and NCAGE modules.

There is also improvement in ACodP-2/3 related to fulltext search capabiltes in defnitions of item names and classification groups and classes
