· Become familiar with the escalation provisions contained in contracts; utilize escalation and fringe benefits models.
· Become familiar with the technical and configuration baselines of assigned systems and understand relationships between technical characteristics and system cost.
· Become familiar in the use of unit and cumulative average learning curves including production rate for performing cost estimates.
· Prepare cost estimates for each phase of the life cycle (development, procurement, operating and support, and disposal).
· Utilize the analogy, parametric, and industrial engineering cost estimating techniques.
· Understand composition of contractors’ cost proposals and assess rationale for the cost elements chosen.
