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Mr. Simon is serving as the Principal Director, Deputy Under Secretary of the Navy 
(DUSN), and is the principal advisor to the Deputy Under Secretary of the Navy on 
strategic matters, international affairs, security cooperation, security, sensitive activities, 
and intelligence.  Mr. Simon was appointed to the Senior Executive Service in July 2015. 
 
Mr. Simon served as the Director for Policy in the Office of the DUSN from 2011-2015, 
advising DON senior leaders on all aspects of national security policy, including strategic 
weapons policy, defense support to civil authorities, global force management, and 
combatting weapons of mass destruction.

Mr. Simon served on the staff of the Chief of Naval 
Operations as head of the Navy Plans and Force Management Branch (OPNAV N312) 
from 2003-2008.

Postgraduate School (M.S., Systems Engineering).  He received the Navy Superior 
Civilian Service Award in 2016. 
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
