SUMMARY:
Naval Air Station Whiting Field (NASWF) is located eight miles north of Milton, Florida in Northwest Florida. The mission of NASWF is to provide support for initial fixed wing and rotary wing student pilot training to the United States Navy, Marine Corps, Coast Guard and allies of the United States. In order to accomplish this mission, NASWF employs 3209 military, civilian and contract personnel. The direct economic impact of NASWF to the local economy is $501 million dollars with an indirect impact of $1.2 billion dollars. The total acreage of NASWF is 5,058 acres with an additional 8,358 acres divided among thirteen (13) Navy Outlying Fields (NOLFs) that are part of the NASWF air complex and spread along the western panhandle of Florida and southern Alabama.  The capabilities of NASWF are critical to the Navy flight training mission and Whiting Field is the busiest aviation complex in the world. It accounts for nearly one million annual flight operations that includes primary flight training and advanced helicopter training for more than 1,200 Navy, Marine Corps and Coast Guard students.  An emphasis on creating the next generation of aerospace leaders is not only supported by a technical understanding of flight, but an appreciation of the support of the culture that supports, maintains and recognizes excellence both in the air, and within the wetlands, watersheds, industry and philosophy that created a sustainable environment for the continued growth of military aviation into the twenty-first century.

· In April 2018, NAS Whiting Field was selected for a Chief of Naval Operations (CNO) Environmental Award for Environmental Quality, Non-Industrial Installation.  The annual CNO Environmental Awards Program recognizes Navy ships, installations, and people for outstanding performance in promoting environmental stewardship.
· NAS Whiting Field was awarded the 2019 SECDEF Energy Gold Award.   The Gold Award was the second highest award given in 2019.  Only two bases in the entire Navy (out of 71 bases total) scored higher than NAS Whiting Field.  The scoring system was based on program leadership and management, in addition to, efficiency, reliability to accomplish environmental and energy security goals. 
· NASWF has received the Plant Operations Excellence Award for Small Community Public Water Supply Facilities every year since 2012.  Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) judged the award based on lack of regulatory deficiencies, water quality, community outreach, operations and maintenance the use of new technologies and the use of sustainable processes.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Per-and polyfluoroalkyl substances (PFAS) are not identified as a hazardous substance but the Navy is taking a proactive measure by conducting PFAS Preliminary Assessments (PAs) at NAS Whiting Field and its Outlying Landing Fields during FY 2019 and FY 2020 to determine the extent of potential releases to the environment.  
· NAS Whiting Field Environmental Division’s support of Earth Day resulted in educational briefs and distribution of materials to 711 kids and more than 3,500 installation personnel.  NASWF activities included a presentation at a local elementary school that served special needs children diagnosed with Autism Spectrum Disorder. The Team emphasized that everyone has a role in protecting our environment.
· NASWF PWD Environmental Division staff provides Environmental Management Training for all new Primary Flight Training students as part of flight school orientation. Nearly 4,400 student trainees have received this instruction since the program’s inception and facilitates personal responsibility for environmental stewardship, averaging approximately 700 students a year.
