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Brochure Summary

Introduction: Naval Weapons Station (NWS) Yorktown is located on the Virginia Peninsula in York and James City counties and the City of Newport News, Virginia and is operated by a professional team of 2,500 highly-trained officers, enlisted personnel, and civilian employees. The mission of NWS Yorktown is to provide responsive, quality support for explosive ordnance storage, maintenance, logistics, research and development, and support services; expeditionary logistics training and operations; warfare training for Sailors, Marines, and other Services; and to serve as a premier recreational destination for service members and dependents. Historical operations, storage, and disposal practices at NWS Yorktown have resulted in environmental impacts at the Installation. The Installation’s Environmental Management Division leads the environmental compliance and restoration programs. The Installation is supported by technical, acquisition, and legal professionals across the Naval Facilities Engineering Command organization. Environmental Restoration at NWS Yorktown is challenging due to the Installation’s mission, size, and environmental conditions.  Of the 24 active Environmental Restoration Program (ERP) sites, more than half are currently in the Remedial Investigation /Feasibility Study phase, and a majority of the sites are complex as a result of multimedia contamination, a variety of contaminants and challenging physical characteristics. Seventy-five percent of the Installation is located within restricted areas of explosive safety quantity distance arcs of munitions storage areas. Much of the landscape is bisected by water bodies and ravines. Accomplishments achieved by the NWS Yorktown ERP during the award period are listed below.
Accomplishments:
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Returned approximately 18 acres to the Installation with unrestricted use following completion of an investigation of a former pier area at NWS Yorktown Munitions Response Site UXO 3  and a removal action to address unacceptable risk to human health and the environment from debris and zinc-contaminated soil at Cheatham Annex Area of Concern (AOC) 1 North.
· Conducted removal action activities at NWS Yorktown Site 24 that resulted in a reduction of risk to human health and the environment through the removal and disposal of approximately 4,900 tons of impacted soil, 116 tons of munitions items (Material Deemed As Safe), and 1 drum of mercury activated batteries.
· Completed a Time-Critical Removal Action at Cheatham Annex AOC 8 to prevent waste from eroding into the York River. Over 22,000 tons of non-hazardous soil and 17 tons of metal debris were removed from site, and the site was restored with diverse native species to provide habitat and food for wildlife.
· Incorporated Green Remediation strategies throughout the cleanup process. Recycled approximately 140 tons of metal and reused 220 cubic yards of organic matter onsite to support native habitat, resulting in reduction of cost, lower environmental impacts, and reduced waste generation. 
· Developed mobile data collection practices to enable unified, accurate, and centralized data collection to reduce the level of effort and increase the quality of data management. The forms have since been used as templates for mobile data collection at nine other Navy installations.
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
