


USMC GENERIC LETTER OF REQUEST
AAV CHECKLIST

**Note:  This requires DTC 7, 8, or 9 unless FF is cleared

d) Weapon, Sub-Caliber, Gun 40MM MK19 MOD 3
i) Quantity:  Recommend same quantity as AAVP7A1 vehicles unless stated otherwise.
**Note:  This requires DTC 7, 8, or 9 unless FF is cleared

e) Gun, Machine, 7.62 MM M60
i) Quantity:  Recommend same quantity as AAVC7A1 and AAVR7A1 vehicles combined unless stated otherwise.
**Note:  This requires DTC 7, 8, or 9 unless FF is cleared
ii) Machine Gun Spare Barrels and associated collateral material and spares 

f) Other Support Equipment/Special Tools/Special Mission Kits 
i) Special Tool Sets to perform Organizational and Intermediate level maintenance
